Special assessments enforcing collection officers duties

Sec When any special assessment shall be confirmed the council shall direct the assessments so made

in the special assessment roil to be collected The city clerk shall thereupon deliver to the city treasurer said

special assessment roll to which he shall attach his warrant commanding the city treasurer to collect from

each ofthe persons assessed in said roll the amount ofmoney assessed to and set opposite his name therein
and in case any such person shall neglect or refuse to pay his assessment or any part thereof upon demand

after the same has become due then to levy and collect the same by distress and sale ofthe goods and

chattels of such person Said warrant shall further require the city treasurer on the first day ofMay following
the date when any such assessments or anypart thereof have become due to submit to the council a sworn

statement setting forth the names ofthe persons delinquent ifknown a description ofthe lots and parcels of

land upon which there are delinquent assessments and the amount ofsuch delinquency including accrued

interest and penalties computed to May first ofsuch year

Unpaid special assessments seizure and levy public auction sate notice proceeds

Sec Upon receiving such special assessment roll and warrant the treasurer shall proceed to collect the

several amounts assessed therein Ifany person shall neglect or refuse to pay his assessment upon demand
the treasurer shall seize and levy urn any personal property belonging to such person found within the city
or elsewhere within the state ofMichigan and sell the same at public auction first giving six days notice of

the time and place ofsuch sale by posting such notice in three ofthe most public places in the city or

township where such property may be found the proceeds ofsuch sale or so much thereofas may be

necessary for that purpose shall be applied to the payment ofthe assessment and the cost and expenses of

such seizure and sale and the surplus shall be paid to the person entitled thereto

Unpaid special assessments additional penalties return to county treasurer for collection

Sec In case the treasurer pursuant to the provisions of section shall report as delinquent
any assessment or part thereof the council shall certify the same to the assessor who shall reassess on the

next annual city tax roll in a column headed special assessments the sum so delinquent with interest and

penalty to May first ofsuch year and an additional penalty of five per cent ofsuch total amount and when so

reassessed upon said tax roll shall be collected in all respects as provided for the collection ofcity taxes

except from and after the stday ofAugust ofthe year of such reasscssmerrt and until March first ofthe

following year there shall be added a penalty of one per cent for each month or fraction thereofthat the

same remains unpaid Unpaid special assessments reassessedupon a ciiy tax roll shall he returned to the

county treasurer for collection at the same time and in the same manner as city taxes

Unpaid special assessments additional remedy assumpsit

Sec In addition to any other remedies and without impairing the lien therefor any delinquent special
assessment together with interest and penalties may be collected in an action ofassumpsit in the name of the

city against the person assessed in any court having jurisdiction ofthe amount Ifin any such action it shall

appearthat by reason ofany irregularities or informalities the assessment has not been properly made

against the defendant or upon thepremises sought to be charged the court may nevertheless on satisfactory
proof that expense has been incurred by the city which is a proper charge against the defendant or the

premises in question render judgment for the amount properly chargeable against such defendant or upon
such premiseschar eff Jan



Special assessments parcels ofland divided apportionment

Sec Should any lot orparcel of land be divided after a special assessment thereonhas been confirmed

and before the collection thereof the council may require the assessor to apportion the uncollected amounts

upon the several parts of such lot or parcel of land The report ofsuch apportionment when confirmed shall

be conclusive upon all parties provided that before such confirmation notice ofhearing shall be given to all

the interested parties either by personal service or by publication as above provided in case ofan original
assessment roll

Special assessments deficiency additional pro rata assessment excess payable to city
exception

Sec Should the assessments in any special assessment roll prove insufficient for any reason including
thenoncollection thereof to pay for the improvement for which they were made or to pay the principal and

interest on the bonds issued in anticipation ofthe collection of such assessments then the council shall make

additional prorataassessments to supply the deficiency but the total amount assessed against any lot or

parcel ofland shall not exceed the value ofthe benefits received from the improvement Should the amount

collected on assessments prove larger than necessary by five per cent or less the amount ofthe original roll
the councilmay place the excess in any ofthe funds ofthe city but if suchexcess shall exceedsuch five per

cent then the same shall becredited prorata on the assessments against the severalparcels of lands

according to the amounts thereof such credit as to each parcel to be made upon the unpaid installments in

inverse numerical order provided that ifas to any parcel there shall be no unpaid installments or ifthe

unpaid installments are less than the amount ofthe credit then such total orsurplus amount ofcredit shall be

applied toward the payment ofthe next city tax levied against such property Ifthe city shall have been

assessed for any portion ofthe cost ofthe improvements then it shall be considered in the same category as

the owner ofprivate lands and shall beentitled to its share ofany such excess except that any amount due to

the city whichin case ofprivate lands would beapplied to the payment ofcity taxes shall be refunded to

the city in cash

Invalid assessment power to make new assessment procedure

Sec Whenever any special assessment shall in the opinion ofthe council be invalid by reason of

irregularity or informality in the proceedings or ifany courtof competent jurisdiction shall adjudge such

assessment to be illegal the council shall whether the improvement has been made or not or whetherany

partofthe assessment has been paid or not have power to cause anew assessment to be made for the same

purpose for which the former assessment was made All proceedings on such reassessment and for the

collection thereof shall be conducted in the same manner as provided for the original assessment and

whenever the assessment or any part thereof levied upon any premises has been so set aside ifthe same

has been paid andnot refunded the payment so made shall be applied uponthe reassessment and the

reassessment shall to that extent be deemed satisfied

Ezpenses chargeable to single premises

Sec When any expense shall have been incurred by the city upon or in respect to any single premises
which expense is chargeable against such premises and the owner thereofunderthe provisions ofthis

charter or any ordinance ofthe city or law ofthe state ofMichigan and is not ofthat class required to be

prorated among the several lots andparcels of land in a special assessment district an account ofthe labor
material and service for which such expense was incurred with adescription ofthe premises upon or in

respect to which the expense was incurred and the name ofthe owner ifknown shall be reported to the

treasurer who shall immediately charge andbill the owner ifknown The treasurer at the end of each



quarter shall report to the council all sums so owing to the city and which have not been paid within fifteen

days after the mailing ofthe bill therefor The council shall at such times as it may deem advisable direct

the assessor to prepare aspecial assessment roll covering all such charges reported to it together with a

penalty often per cent Such roil shall be filed with the clerk who shall presern the same to the council

Thereafter the same proceedings shall be followed in respect to such special assessment roll as are provided
in section et seq ofthis chapter and all the provisions ofsaid sections with reference to

special assessments generally shall apply to special assessments underthis section ipsoar as the same may

be applicable

Council power to effect improvement

Sec In any case where the provisions ofthis chapter may prove to be insufficient to carry into full

effect the making ofany special assessment the council may by ordinance provide any additional steps or

procedure required to effect the improvement by special assessment

Taz exempt lands

Sec No lands in aspecial assessment district which are benefitedby the improvement therein shall be

exempt from assessment but ifthe same are owned byapublic or other corporation exempt by law from the

payment of special assessments then the special assessments against such lands or the installments thereof
shall be paid by the city as the same become due or may be paid in advance oftheir due dates
